1. NEWBASE PressArchive 
 
NEWBASE PressArchive is a collection of software modules that enables 
 

• scan service providers 
• publishers 
• libraries 

 
to convert newspapers into fulltext newspaper archives. The workflow process can be 
performed by a single person as well as very large teams where the integrity of the 
workprocess can be assured by workflow monitors. 
 
NEWBASE PressArchive starts its work after the full newspaper pages have been scanned in 
as images. Any existing image format as well as pdf (w/o fulltext) is supported. 
 
2. Article database 
 
The result of a NEWBASE PressArchive project is an fulltext article database that can be as 
complex as follows:

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2.1.  Metadata 
 
Metadata of an article could be: 

• source 
• date 
• author 
• title 
• subtitle 
• newspaper page 
• newspaper rubric 
• (individual…) 
• w/o image, w/o chart, w/o table 
• article size in cm2, text size in cm2 
• image/chart/table size in cm2 
• number of words, number of letters 
• (individual…) 

 
The metadata are – as far as possible – automatically 
extracted for each article during the cutting of the 
article. Integrated control mechanisms make sure that 
every metadata field is filled correctly. 
 
As a result search filters can be set on any metadata field for later database research. So you 
may now search for  

• articles that contain an image or an chart 
• articles that contain at least 100 words 
• articles that appeared in a certain rubric 
• articles that appeared on page 1 only 
• etc. 

 
2.2.  Article image 
 
The image page of an article shows the metadata, the image, 
the thumbnail of the article (position of the article within the 
complete page) and the classifications. The layout of the 
image page can be configured as needed and can show as 
many metadata as necessary. 
 
 
2.3.  Article fulltext 
 
The article full text is available as text file allowing database fulltext search on articles. 
 
 
2.4. Autoabstract 
 
The autoabstract is helpful to give a rough idea of the article content 
without the need to access the full article. It can be used in content 
directories and hit lists.
